7. Recreation
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This section gives an overview of recreation facilities and areas close to the Mews. This is by no means an exhaustive list! If we missed your favorite activity—apologies.

Activities Within the Mews
Chesterfield aMewsments
Chesterfield aMewsments is located at the back of the community in a lovely wooded setting. The facility consists of a sports court (tennis and basketball) and playground. Chesterfield aMewsments is private and for the use of Chesterfield Mews residents and guests only. Keys to the courts can be obtained from the board member responsible for the courts (see Section 8, Important Contact Information). Keys are $25 per year, which helps pay for court maintenance.
Please follow these guidelines for using the courts, both to protect the court surface and to be courteous to other Mews residents: 

· Parents MUST accompany children under the age of 12.

· Use courts for playing tennis or basketball only—other sporting equipment is not allowed on the courts

· Wear only tennis shoes on the court; NO roller blades!
· Be sure the gate is locked when you leave

· If others are waiting to use the courts, please limit your playing time to one hour for singles, two hours for doubles

· Courts are located in close proximity to several homes; please avoid being excessively noisy when playing, particularly in early morning or late evening hours

· Please don’t use parking spaces reserved for residents 
Accotink Stream Valley Trail

Our community is very fortunate to be located directly on this trail, formerly known as “Eakin Park Trail”. The trail is paved in sections and bluestone-surfaced in others. The trailhead begins on the frontage road paralleling Arlington Boulevard, just up from Nutley Street. At this time, the main branch of the trail runs more than three miles. Additional links are currently being constructed. The trail will eventually connect with another branch of the Accotink Trail and run all the way to Lake Accotink in Springfield. It will become a long stretch of a planned cross-county trail system. 

There is also a branch (about ¼ mile from Arlington Boulevard) that takes you through Thaiss Memorial Park, on Pickett Road, then reconnects with Arlington Boulevard about ½ mile beyond Fairfax Circle. 

It’s great for biking, running, and just strolling. So far, it’s not at all crowded, even on gorgeous days.
Community Social Events
Chesterfield Mews’ Social Committee plans occasional events throughout the year. Watch for flyers for family picnics, holiday celebrations, and other events. This could be a great way for you to meet your neighbors.

	Biking and Skating
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In addition to great biking on the Accotink Trail, the Mews is close to the Washington and Old Dominion (W&OD) railroad bed trail. The W&OD runs 45 miles, from Purcellville, Virginia to Shirlington, in Arlington County. The closest access point is on Cedar Lane, just past Park Street. There is a small parking area on the right. You can also park at the access point on Gallows Road (left on Gallows Road, right on Idylwood Road [just past the trail], right on Sandburg Street)
