Approval of Minutes: A motion was made and passed unanimously to approve the Minutes of the March 2009 Board meeting.  

REPORT OF OFFICERS
President’s Report: Ginny Howden reported that notice of the Tuesday April 28 annual meeting was sent. The nominating committee has received one nomination to date: Nancy Michel. Ginny suggested that we serve light refreshments at the meeting, and the board agreed to contribute.
Treasurer’s Report: Bruce Pincus reported that the assessment letters have changed. They will now include a detailed breakdown of charges so that members can more easily tell what the charges are for (i.e., assessment due, interest, fine). Bruce presented the 2009-2010 fiscal year budget. The budget was unanimously approved.
Architectural Control Committee:  Joanne Coleman reported that 10-12 households have still not complied with the last inspection notice. The new inspection begins tomorrow. Results are expected by May 5. Although Joanne will be leaving the BOD, she (and Dennis O’Connor) will remain on the ACC.
UNFINISHED BUSINESS: GROUNDS
Ginny Howden reported that the new grounds contract with TruGreen has been executed. She noted that the initial contract did not include the Rt. 50/frontage road median; it will be added to the contract. She also noted that Margaret has agreed to be a back-up “grounds person.” Ginny noted that TruGreen informed her that sidewalk repair will be necessary as part of the retaining wall repair. Ginny will solicit bids for that work.
