Members Open Forum:  Joe Herron presented plans for a community yard sale to be held from 8:00 to 11:00 on Saturday, 19 September. Action item: Joe Herron will distribute a flyer to promote the yard sale and suggesting a small donation from sale participants to defray the cost of advertising.
Approval of Minutes: The Minutes of the 04 June and the 18 June 2009 meetings were reviewed.  A motion was made and passed unanimously to approve the Minutes of both June 2009 Board meetings.  There was no meeting in July, so there are no Minutes for July 2009.  

REPORT OF OFFICERS
President’s Report: Ginny Howden reported that research into the matter of the TransAssure Company parking commercial vehicles on the frontage road determined that they are not breaking the law.   As a result of discussion, Brian Saal will look into ways to address the community’s parking situation. 

Treasurer’s Report: Bruce Pincus informed the Board that the asphalt work scheduled for this year will be combined with the road repair scheduled for 2011 to save money.  This will also allow the Board to determine if using slate for walkways instead of asphalt would be the preferred alternative and will only have a minor impact on the Reserve Study. He then made a motion to proceed with investing in the Money Market Fund. The motion passed unanimously.
Architectural Control Committee:  A number of violations from last year have not been resolved and the Committee is considering asking the Board to impose fees for long-outstanding violations..  

Grounds Discussion:  After the Board reviewed the bamboo-removal work at upper Eakin Park, Ross Bankson made a motion to plant 15 Leyland Cypress in that location as a screen.  The motion passed unanimously.  

Ross Bankson made a motion to adjourn at 8:57p.m.  Motion was approved unanimously.
